MONSTER SET 2 - Assmbly Instructions page ore
(For The Courtess Dr. Goodendead, and Dr. Goodendead’ s Monster)

Begin by cutting out the body sedion. Don't separate the panels, just snip ou the entire piece Fold the
badk panel and the blank panel along the black lines. Smea some glue on the bad of the back panel and
glueit directly ontop d the blank panel, all owing the front panel to curve dightly as shown in figure 1a
Next fold the top panel badk along the black line and glue it over the back of the head as shown in figure
1b. Youshoud nav have ahdlow body with aflat badk and a arved front.

Next snip ou the base piece Fold the two half circles upward and then lay them flat and slide them
together as hown in figure 2a. While halding them flat, pressthe two midd e squares together and
crease the top edge. Be sure the base sits flat on your tabletop, and then glue the two squares together.
Cut out the large bladk square, place it facedown, and glue the base ontop d it. Thiswill strengthen the
base greatly, and will aso make the finished model ook more...well, you knaw...finished. Cut away
the extra paper aroundthe battom circle to finish the piece The base shoud now resemble figure 2b.
Slide the base into the body and glue it to theinside BACK of the body sedionas siown in figure 2c.
The monster’ s body shoud naw stand ugight.

Cut out the am sedion along the outer red lines. Fold the two halves together along the blad center
line. Smea glue between the two halves and glue them together. Then carefully cut away the white aea
aroundthe arms, being careful not to cut off the monster’ s fingers (or your own). Place the finished arm
piecein pasition, and glue to the badk of the monster as $own in figure 3a. Carefully curve (don't
crease) the ams upward at the dbows and davnward at the wrists and knuckles. And that completes Dr.
Goodendead and hs Monster! The murtess howvever, will still require her wings...
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Sincethe wings are abit heavy, we'll strengthen the Courntessby adding a small brace to the back of her
base. Snip ou the triangular piece and cut along the small red line to separate the tabs. Fold the tabs up
and then fold the two sides together along the blue line to form a shape like the onein figure 4a. Placeit
against the badk of the body sedion and glueit to the base & fiown in figure 4b. The body shoud now
be braced securely enough to suppat the wings.

Cut out the wing piece aoundthe outer red lines and then fold in half aong the bladk center line. Glue
the two halvestogether and then cut away the white aeaaroundthe wings. Placethe finished wingsin
pasition and glue them to the back of the body as siown in figures 5a and 5b.Y ou can curve them if you
wish, and the Countessis now realy to take flight!

(Seaet Tip: The wings can aso be used onCount Yargle from Monster Set 1. Just flip ‘em aroundso
the bladk center panel faces outward.)

Of course our littl e aeatures will need something to keep them occupied, so each monster has an
aacesry item included. The Courtess s Candelabrais built just like the base we made ealier. Cut
along the red ouer lines and aroundthe outside of the half circles. Fold the half circles up, lay them flat
and sli de them together, creasing the top edge of the piece & shown in figure 2a. Snip ou the small
blad sgquare, lay it face down, and glue the Candelabra over it. Then cut away the extra paper around
the battom circle. Finish by cutting away the white area aoundthe item, and your Candelabrais
complete. For Dr. Goodendead’s saw or his Monster’ storch, just cut along the outer red lines, fold along
the center bladk line, and glue the two sides together. Then carefully cut away the white areato finish
the piece

Ead accesory also has asmall blue tab to permanently attach it to the monster’s hand, if you wish to
do so. Cut out the blue tab and fold it in the midde. Glue one side to the battom of the monster’ s hand
so that the other side extends downward from the eldge of the monster’s pointer finger, as siownin
figure 6a. Place the accesory against the tab and glue in place, as shown in figure 6b.

Andthere you haveit! Your monster isrealy to go play now.
